Revelation & Inspiration

Revelation: Divine disclosure of what was previously
unknown to humans

» General revelation (Psa. 19:1-6)

» Special revelation (Psa. 19:7-14)

Neh. 9:20, 30; Isa. 63:11, 14; Hag. 2:5; 2 Sam. 23:2
Luke 2:26; Mat. 10:20; Acts 11:28
John 16:13; Eph. 3:4-5




Revelation & Inspiration

Inspiration: the process by which the Holy Spirit protected
God's revelation through human writers from error, down to
the very words used.

» 2 Peter 1:16-21

» 2 Timothy 3:16

How? — Sometimes through direct command (cf. Exo. 34:27),

sometimes recording their own thoughts (cf. Deut. 3:23-26),
but always under the direction of the Holy Spirit.

Acts 4:25-26, citing Psa. 2:1-2
