“the kingdom” Matthew 16:19, “the kingdom of God” Mark 9:1;John 3:5,
“kingdom of Heaven” Matthew 18:3, “kingdom of the Son of His love” Col
1:13, “church of God” 1 Cor 1:2, “church of the living God” 1 Tim 3:15,
“body of Christ” Eph 4:12. NOTICE THAT NAMES MEN HAVE GIVEN TO
THEIR RELIGIOUS GROUPS ARE NOT FOUND IN THE NT.

“Church” means “called out”. We are called out from the world and into
Christ’s kingdom

Gods people, the church, are called “Christians” (Acts 11:26; 26:28; 1 Pet
4:16; Isaiah 62:1-2, DISCIPLES (learners) Acts 20:7, SAINTS 1 Cor 1:2,
BROTHERS 1 Cor 15:1, SONS OF GOD ROMANS 8:14, CHILDREN OF
GOD 1 John 3:1, PRIESTS 1 Peter 2:9
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- In the NT preachers are never called “reverend” or “holiness” or “father”

- The church has no man made creed book. We simply use the Bible only.

- Preachers (Eph 4:11; 2 Tim 4:5)

- 1 Timothy 2 (women in worship)

- The church today strives to follow the pattern given in the NT. Just do what
they did.

- The church is not perfect people. But it is saved people.
