Tt is hard for us with our limited earthly minds to
understand a heavenly concept of God (the
trinity of God). The best example we can use to
llustrate this concept of God is an egg. The egg
hag three parts (shell, white and yoke). Break the
egg, separate the shell, white and yoke and put
them separately on a table. If you rake the shell
only into your hand do you have an egg? No. If
you rake the shell and the white of the egg into
your hand, do you have an egg? No. If you rake
the shell, white and yoke of the egg into your
hand do you have an egg? Yes. The same concept
pertains to the Godhead. It takes the Father, the
Son and the Holy Spirit to make the complete
Godhead.
